Stewards Inquiry and Jockey Objection Race 6- Jockey of the fourth place finisher #2 
Regulus (Aaron Gryder) claimed foul against third place finisher #8 Storm Pursuit (Manuel 
Franco) for alleged interference at the start. After the start #8 Storm Pursuit cuts across and 
comes down sharply without clearance on #3 Sing The Dream (Angel Arroyo) causing him to 
check his horse with rigor thereby losing ground in the race. #2 Regulus was forced to steady 
from the lateral motion of #3 Sing The Dream. After reviewing the race video and speaking to 
the riders involved in the judgment of the Stewards this incident altered the finish of the race 
and #8 Storm Pursuit was disqualified from third and placed fifth. Decision was unanimous. New 
order of finish: 6, 10, 2, 3, 8, 9, 5, 1.  
 
Incident Race 6- #8 Storm Pursuit trained by Chris Englehart and ridden by Manuel Franco 
was pulled up after the finish of the race and taken off on the horse ambulance. Claim was 
voided.

Stewards Inquiry Race 1- Inquiry into the stretch, #1 Lost Note (Dalton Brown) suffered a fatal 
musculo-skeletal injury in the vicinity of the 1/8 pole. After reviewing the race video the race is 
official as is. Decision was unanimous.  
 
Equine Death Race 1- #1 Lost Note trained by Gaston Grant and ridden by Dalton Brown 
stumbled at the 1/8 pole unseating the rider. Horse was humanely euthanized on track.  
 
Incident Race 7- #5 Storm Prophet trained by Michael Hushion and ridden by Jose Ortiz was 
pulled up before the finish of the race and walked off the track under his own power.  
 
Equine Death Race 9- Horse Kristi Q trained by Patrick Quick flipped over and hit her head and 
died while walking up the ramp leading to the track.
