Stewards Inquiry and Jockey Objection Race 9- Jockey of the second place finisher #1 
Thunderbumms (Declan Cannon) claimed foul against first place finisher #8 Hangry (Ruben 
Silvera) for alleged interference in the stretch. In the vicinity of the 1/8 pole #8 Hangry under a 
right handed urging of the crop came in and collided with #1 Thunderbumms knocking him off 
stride. After reviewing the race video and speaking with all the riders involved in the judgment of 
the Stewards this affected the outcome of the race and #8 Hangry was disqualified from first 
and placed second. Decision was unanimous. New order of finish: 1, 8, 3, 12, 10, 11, 5, 2, 9, 7, 
6, 4.

Stewards Inquiry Race 8- Inquiry into the start, #2 Tizquick (Christopher DiCarlo) rears up as 
the gates open. After Reviewing the race video in the judgment of the Stewards the horse 
caused his own problems and the race was declared official as is. Decision was unanimous.  
 
Stewards Inquiry Race 9- In the vicinity of the 1/4 pole, #2 Captain Serious (Aaron Gryder) 
stumbled badly losing his rider. After reviewing the race video and speaking to the rider of #3 
Sassicaia (John Bisono) the race was declared official as is. Decision was unanimous.  
 
Incident Race 5- State Steward Stephen Lewandowski was informed by the racing secretary 
office that Littlebitadominic racing in the fifth race should not have been draw into the body of 
the race. Littlebitadominic should have been on the also eligible list due to him racing for a 
claiming price of $40,000.00 in his last three starts and Jet Black who was on the AE list should 
have been in the body of the race. Therefore Littlebitadominic is least preferred(Non starters for 
a claiming price of $40,000.00 or less in last 3 starts perferred).This resulted in the Stewards 
scratching Littlebitadominic and Jet Black drawing into the race. 
 
Incident Race 9- #2 Captain Serious trained by Michael Hushion and ridden by Aaron Gryder 
stumbled badly in the vicinity of the 1/4 pole and unseated the rider.
